Planned gi� s usually provide signi� cant tax 
advantages to the donor.  Some of the most 
common choices are:
• Gift  in Life—A gi�  of cash securities, or 
other assets such as objects of value and real 
estate.
• Bequest—A� er providing for loved ones, 
provision in the donor’s will can be made to 
the church and others. A gi�  of 10% of one’s 
estate, for example, creates a perpetual tithe 
to the church.
• Life Insurance—Allows a large gi�  at small 
cost by designating the congregation, minis-
try, or Diocese as bene� ciary of a new or ex-
isting policy. � ere are also many other ways 
to use life insurance to make a planned gi� .
• Life Income Gift s—Allows a donor to re-
ceive income for life while making a major 
gi�  to one’s parish or the Diocese. A number 
of customized options are available through 
the Episcopal Church Foundation such as 
Charitable Remainder Trusts; Pooled Income 
Fund and Charitable Gi�  Annuities.
• Retirement Funds—Provide an opportunity 
to give resources such as IRAs, 401Ks, 403Bs, 
etc. directly to the congregation, ministry, or 
the Diocese.  If le�  to loved ones, these funds 
may be subject to high income and estate taxes.
• Other Kinds of Gift s—� ere are many other 
kinds of gi� s that can be made, making you a 
member of the Hō‘ike Ulu Society.  Contact a 
member of the Planned Giving Commission 
or your � nancial advisor for more options.

BENEFITS OF THE HŌ‘IKE ULU SOCIETY

HOW TO MAKE A PLANNED GIFT
Donors may also choose from among many 
diocesan ministries in developing planned gi� s 
and bequests, including but not limited to: 
• Episcopate Endowment Fund—Gi� s to this 
existing fund will help with the cost of the 
bishop’s sta� ; this will reduce assessments on 
the congregations.
• Bishop Scholarship for Clergy Children 
Fund—Provides scholarship grants for
children of clergy serving in the Episcopal 
Diocese of Hawai‘i.
• Seminarian and Curacy Fund—Provides 
funding for the costs of seminary and one or 
two years of internship (“curacy”) for mem-
bers of this Diocese who are pursuing a called 
to ordained ministry.
• Repair and Renovation Fund—Provides 
funding for our congregations that cannot 
a� ord the cost of maintaining our physical 
resources.  Funds can be made available as 
grants or as low-interest loans.
In addition, any Diocesan ministry welcomes 
planned gi� s or bequests to further their mission.
